• Metadata have a Creative Commons 0 License

• In our repository data are organised according to the rules of the ERC 
(European Research Council) which articulate scientific knowledge on the 
basis of European criteria

•  Research Data Unipd can be interconnected with the Research 
institutional Archive (PRA) where all published documents are collected. 
That means that any publication archived in PRA may be associated with its 
underlying data.
